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Carry-On Bag

Plan to bring a backpack or bag that is easy to carry and can
fit under an airplane seat. Your bag must fit into the
baggage gauge at check-in (including handles, pockets, and
wheels). You must be able to lift your carryon bag into the
overhead locker by yourself.

*Most airlines also
require bags to be
smaller than

approximately
22" x 14" x 9"

Checked Bag

0 Consider bringing some

clothes with secret pockets to
store money and other

valuable items when in

crowded or large areas to :
prevent pickpocketing. '
0 Remove all baggage tags or -
stickers from previous flights.
O Label your bags inside and
out with your name,
destination address, emaiil,
and mobile number. 1
0 Add colorful straps ortagsto
help identify your bag on the
carousel.
